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From the desk of the Town Manager— 
I hope everyone is enjoying what is truly one of the best times of the year in Manalapan, aside from those few very 
cold days we experienced recently. It was a pleasure to see so many of you at the library opening season party. That 
event continues to grow each year and reflects the strong sense of community that makes our Town so special. 
 
While we celebrate these moments together, your Town government remains hard at work on several important 
capital improvement projects. One of those projects is the construction of a new guard house at the Point of 
Manalapan. This new entrance will enhance security while presenting a gateway that better reflects the character 
and quality of our community. 
 
As we look ahead, we must focus on protecting what makes Manalapan truly unique. Our greatest asset is our 
access to the water and our beaches. They define our community, protect our homes, and sustain the character of 
our Town. I believe it is in our best interest to do what we can to protect them. 
 
The Florida State Department of Environmental Protection has deemed our beaches critically eroded. In the 
northern half of Town, the ocean is now reaching our seawalls even at low tide. This underscores the seriousness of 
the situation. The beach is not simply a place for walking and relaxation. It is a natural protective barrier that 
shields homes along A1A and ultimately safeguards the entire Town, including the Point of Manalapan. 
 
Last October, the state issued a permit which expanded the operations of the sand transfer plant located at the 
southern end of our community. The State and County have asserted that these changes do not impact 
Manalapan’s beaches. Based on the conditions we are experiencing, we do not agree. For this reason, the Town has 
filed for an administrative hearing to challenge this permit. 
 
We are asking the State and County to fully consider the condition of our shoreline and to provide reasonable 
assurances that our beaches will be properly maintained. Protecting our shoreline is essential to the safety, 
stability, and the long-term future of Manalapan. 
 
We will continue to advocate firmly and responsibly on behalf of our residents.
